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DESIGN OPTION 2

This is the second design we
reviewed before selecting
the look and feel for the final
product.
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FINAL DESIGN

This is the final design
chosen for the new
interface. Note the clear
and easy access to basic
timer functions, the use
of intuitive iconography,
and the de-emphasis of
the secondary Time Entry
and Matter Details
information to the lower
parts of the screen. This
design was chosen
because it best fit the
look and feel of the
current application.
